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1984 Outlook

It's been a while since BYU's
football team experienced a ‘‘re-
building" year, but, with some big
shoes to fill, this year's squad could
easily face that situation.

Gone from the seventh-ranked
team of 1983 are consensus All-
Americans Steve Young and Gor-
don Hudson, plus nine other
starters. Hardest hit was the of-
fense, where the entire backfield of
Young, Casey Tiumalu, Eddie Stin-
nett and Waymon Hamilton were
graduated. In addition, three of the
four main receivers from last year
(Hudson, Mike Eddo and Kirk Pend-
leton) have gone.

Defensively, the Cougars have six
starters returning but must find re-
placements for All-WAC performers
Todd Shell (linebacker), Brandon
Flint (defensive end) and Jon
Young (defensive back). Two other
starters in the defensive backfield,
Greg Peterson and Blake Jensen,
were lost to graduation.

Here's a position-by-position look
at the Cougars this year.

Quarterback: This is the biggest
question mark. Two juniors, Robbie
Bosco and Blaine Fowler, appear to
be the frontrunners after spring
practice. Bosco backed up Young
last year and looked good when he
played. Fowler backed up Young
two years ago and also looked im-
pressive. Because of his game ex-
perience, Bosco may have a slight
edge going into fall practice.

Runningbacks: They are young
and somewhat untested. Soph-
omore Lakei Heimuli appears to
have the inside track at the fullback
position. He saw limited playing
time with the varsity last year. Battl-
ing with Heimuli for the fullback job
is Thor Salanoa, a sophomore who
was converted from a defensive
back to fullback last spring. At the
halfback slot, Kelly Smith, a con-
verted receiver, and Vai Sikahema,
a junior, will be battling for the start-
ing nod.

Receivers: Senior Adam Haysbert
and Glen Kozlowski, a junior, are
the two receivers who saw lots of
playing time last year. They'll be
joined by sophomore Mark Bellini,
who redshirted last year, and Rich-
ard Orr, also a redshirt. At tight end,

senior David Mills is the only player
with any real varsity experience.

Offensive line: Looks solid with
four starters returning. Senior Tre-
vor Matich will start at center, with
Craig Garrick and Robert Anae
probable starters at guard. At
tackle, Louis Wong, Dave Wright
and Scott Robinson should see lots
of playing time.

Defensive line: The Cougars look
strong here, with senior starters
Brad Smith (nose tackle) and Jim
Herrmann (defensive end) return-
ing. Larry Hamilton, also a senior,
was a regular on the line and will
likely share time with Shawn Knight
at the other defensive end slot.

Linebackers: Perhaps the most
solid area on the team. Three of the
four starters return. Juniors Leon
White, honorable mention All-WAC
last year, Cary Whittingham and
Kurt Gouveia will join senior Marv
Allen as probable starters. David
Neff, a senior, also will see plenty of
action.

Defensive backs: Second-team

. He will be an integral part of this year's

All-WAC safety Kyle Morrell is the
only returning starter. But Mark Al-
len, a senior cornerback, started in
several games last year while filling
in for an injured Greg Peterson.
Several players are battling for the
other two open spots, but Rob Le-
denko and Steve Haymond ap-
peared to have the edge coming
out of spring practice.

Punting/kicking: These chores
will be handled again by senior Lee
Johnson. He averaged 50 yards per
punt last year and was the Cougars’
leading scorer. Pete Rossi and Gary
Webster are a couple of capable
kickers who could fill in if the need
arises.

Overall, the Cougars should be
strong if they remain healthy
through the tough early schedule.
Also, it may take a few games for
the inexperienced players, espe-
cially at the skill positions, to devel-
op. But, as is always the case,
Coach LaVell Edwards' team will
probably be in the thick of the WAC
race.

LaVell Edwards, Head Coach

105-37-1
13th Year
(Utah State ’52)

Best time to call Coach Edwards: 10 a.m.

When LaVell Edwards took over the reins of BYU's
football program 13 years ago, not even the most opti-
mistic fans around Provo dreamed the Cougars would
accomplish what they have done under his direction.

The 53-year-old coach-churchman-husband-father-
grandfather-author-teacher-doctor has taken BYU from
a team that had won the Western Athletic Conference
trophy only one time in history to a team that hasn’t re-
linquished it in eight years. Since Edwards’ appointment,
the Cougars have made eight bow| appearances.

A look at the 1983 season is a good example of how
LaVell, as he is called by almost everyone, has estab-
lished himself as one of America's premier coaches. The
Cougars finished the season with an 11-1 record and a
seventh-place ranking in the polls. They won their eighth
consecutive WAC championship by going undefeated
(7-0) in conference play. Twice they beat opponents
who finished the season ranked in the top 20. And a
last-second trick pass gave BYU its third Holiday Bowl
win in the last four years.

It was also during 1983 that Edwards passed the 100-
victory milestone of his career. His 105-37-1 record
(.734) ranks seventh among the nation’s active coaches.
And BYU is tied with Nebraska in winning more games
(51) over the last five years than any other Division |
school in the country.

Edwards also had the opportunity to coach in three
bowl games last year. Besides the Holiday Bowl, he was
the head coach of the victorious West squads in both
the Hula and Japan Bowls. Two of his BYU standouts,
quarterback Steve Young and tight end Gordon Hudson,
were voted consensus All-Americans.

A 1952 graduate of Utah State, Edwards has added to
his academic honors a master’s degree from the Univer-
sity of Utah (1960) and an Ed.D. from BYU (1978). His at-
titude toward education is contagious in that three of his
assistants have gone on to attain doctorates.

The offensive philosophy practiced by Coach Edwards
is one of high-powered offense and rugged defense. Un-
der his guidance, BYU has led the nation in passing six
times (1976, '77, '79, '80, '81 and ’'83), scoring (1979)
and total offense (1979, '80 and '83).

In 1979, LaVell was recognized as national Coach-of-
the-Year by two organizations: the Bobby Dodd Award
Board and the Churchmen’s Hall of Fame. Four times
(1972, '79, '80 and '83) he has been selected WAC
Coach-of-the-Year, and four times he has been Kodak
District Eight Coach-of-the-Year (1974, '77, '79, ’80).
Some of the post-season bowl games he has coached
include the Hula Bowl (twice), the Blue-Gray Classic
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(twice), the East-West Shrine Game, the Japan Bowl and
the Coaches’ All-America Game.

Born in Orem, Utah, LaVell was raised not far from
BYU’s stadium. He graduated from Lincoln High School
in Orem and attended Utah State, where he was a three-
year letterman and captain of the football team. Twice
he earned all-conference honors at center for the
Aggies.

At USU he met his wife-to-be, Patti Covey. LaVell en-
tered the Army, where he played on two service football
teams, Fort Lee, Va., in 1952 and Fort Mead, Md., in
1953 as a player-coach with a 6-3 record.

His first coaching job was secured at Granite High
School in Salt Lake City, where he coached from
1954-61 before joining Hal Mitchell's BYU staff in 1962.
LaVell succeeded Tommy Hudspeth as head coach in
1972.

Edwards has coached more years, won more games
and had a better winning percentage than any coach in
Cougar football history. He is an active member of the
College Football Association. His wife, Patti, writes an
occasional column for the (Provo) Daily Herald.

BYU
led nation in passing for the third consecutive year, also tops in
NCAA scoring for third consecutive year ... McMahon claims
All-America honors, finishes his career with 71 NCAA records
(plus Davey O'Brien Trophy) and sets all-time high in career
passing efficiency (156.9) . . . LaVell coached the West team to a
victory in the Hula Bowl . . . also coached in the Japan Bowl . . .
at the end of the season, Edwards' career coaching record (86-
32-1) was ranked among the top ten in the nation.

1982—Cougars' first season in expanded BYU Stadium which was en-

leads to No. seven ranking in the final polls—highest ever for a
BYU team ... Cougars wrap up eighth consecutive WAC cham-
pionship with a perfect 7-0 conference record ... after losing
opener to Baylor, BYU wins final 11 games . . . once again, BYU
leads nation in passing and total offense and is second in scor
ing ... quarterback Steve Young and tight end Gordon Hudson
are both consensus All-Americans ... Edwards surpasses the
100-victory mark in his career.

Norman Chow (Utah ’68)

Recruiting Coordinator, Receivers

Chow has been a full-time mem-
ber of the Cougar coaching staff for
the past nine years. His main re-
sponsibilities include coaching the
receivers and coordinating BYU's
recruiting. While Chow has been in-
volved with recruiting, BYU has en-
joyed some of its finest recruiting
campaigns. During games, Chow
usually helps call the offensive
plays from the press box.

Previous to joining the BYU
coaching staff, Norm coached for
two years as a gradute assistant. He
was graduated from Punahou High,
Honolulu, Hawaii, ('64) being
named “Athlete of the Year.” He
then went to the University of Utah,

Assistant Head Coach, Defensive Coordinator

After an outstanding college ca-
reer at BYU and a seven-year stint
in professional football, Dick Felt re-
turned to his alma mater in 1967 to
become a coach. He is entering his
18th year on the staff. Felt’'s current
responsibilities include being assist-
ant head coach and defensive coor-
dinator with emphasis on coaching
defensive backs.

Dick lettered in five sports at Lehi
High school in Utah and was an all-
state football player. He went to
BYU where, as a sophomore, he
came off the bench to score a re-
cord four touchdowns in one quar-
ter in a game with San Jose State.
He won all-conference honors as a

senior. After graduating in 1958, he
played for Bolling Air Force Base
(1958-60) and was all-service and
MVP in the Air Force (1960). He was
commissioned a first lieutenant. Felt
was signed by the New York Titans
and played two seasons with them
(1960-61), the second year attain-
ing all-pro second team honors as a
defensive back.

Roger French (Minnesota ’56)

Roger French is entering his sixth
season as an assistant coach for
BYU.

Roger joined Edwards' staff in
1980 and has since helped produce
seven All-WAC offensive linemen
and one of the best passing attacks
in college football.

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BYU—The School
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For more than 100 years, Brigham Young Univer-
sity has been preparing students for successful
professional careers and personal lives. To do this,
the University attempts to provide proper balance
between academia and religious instruction.

BYU is sponsored by The Church of Jesus Chirst
of Latter-day Saints (Mormon) and, with its enroll-
ment of 26,000 students, is the largest privately
owned university in the country.

Although 98 percent of the studentbody is
Mormon, admission is open to those of any race,
color, creed or national origin, provided they meet
the university’s academic requirements and their
conduct conforms to the standards of the LDS
Church.

Non-Mormons come from over 25 other denomi-
nations, and about 22 percent of the studentbody is
married. The campus, located in Provo, Utah, is
very cosmopolitan. Students come from every state
(32 percent from Utah). And the 1,500 foreign stu-
dents come from more than 70 countries. Over
8,000 students are bilingual, having learned a for-
eign language while serving a mission for the
Mormon Church in another country.

Of the ethnic groups on campus, the American

In his four years as president of Brigham Young Uni-
versity, Dr. Jeffrey R. Holland has made “excellence” his
byword for all areas of the University.

Early in his tenure as ninth president of BYU, Dr. Hol-
land initiated a $100 million, five-year fund-raising cam-
paign entitled “Excellence in the '80s."” It is designed to
strengthen all areas of the University. At the halfway
point of the campaign earlier this year, half of the $100
million had been raised.

“We cannot do everything at BYU," President Holland
has said. “Perhaps we will not even continue to pursue
all of the things we've tried to do in the past. But what
we choose to do, we intend to do superbly well.”

That same philosophy carries over to athletics at BYU.
“It (athletics) has a legitimate place, and, like everything
else in the college experience, if it's going to be done, it
should be done well,”” he says.

A St. George, Utah, native, Dr. Holland was a standout
performer on the Dixie High School basketball and foot-
ball teams. He later became captain of the conference-
champion Dixie College basketball team.

After serving a two-year mission in Great Britain for
the LDS Church (1960-62), President Holland enrolled
at BYU, where he obtained a bachelor’s degree in Eng-
lish with highest honors and a master’s degree in reli-
gious education, graduating with distinction. While at
BYU, he was designated an E.S. Hinckley Scholar and
was elected to Phi Kappa Phi honor society. More re-
cently, he was honored as a recipient of the University’s
Distinguished Alumni Service Award.

Dr. Holland obtained a second master's degree and a
doctorate in American Studies at Yale University in
1973, where he was a Yale University Fellow. He wrote
his dissertation on “Mark Twain's Religious Sense: The
Viable Years—1835 to 1883."

Preceding his appointment as president of BYU, Dr.
Holland served more than four years as Commissioner
of Education for The Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-
day Saints, with responsibilities for all of the Church's
educational programs which reached more than 750,000
students worldwide. Prior to that, he was dean of Reli-
gious Instruction at BYU, and he has served as instruc-
tor or director at several LDS Institutes of Religion.

A popular speaker and writer, President Holland is
noted for his keen sense of humor. He has had more
than 50 articles and addresses published in both LDS
and professional journals, including *“‘Vital Speeches of
the Day.”

In the LDS Church, he has been a high councilor, a
bishop, and a counselor in three stake presidencies. He
also served as director of the Melchizedek Priesthood
MIA program and as chairman of the Church’'s Young
Adult Committee.

President Holland serves on the governing boards of
the Deseret News Publishing Company, Commerical
Security Bancorporation, Intermountain Health Care,
Inc., all in Salt Lake City, and the Polynesian Cultural
Center in Laie, Hawaii. He also serves as a director of
the American Association of Presidents of Independent
Colleges and Universities (AAPICU).

He and his wife, Patricia Terry Holland, also of St.
George, have three children: Matthew, Mary Alice and
David.

Dr. Clayne R. Jensen, Dean and Faculty Representative

Dr. Clayne Jensen is begin-
ning his 11th year as dean
of the College of Physical
Education, which encom-
passes BYU athletics. A re-
spected and experienced
administrator, Dr. Jensen
served in the capacity of
professor and assistant
dean for six years before
becoming dean. He has
served as BYU faculty rep-
resentative since 1976 and
is a member of BYU's Spe-
cial Events and Athletics

Advisory Board.

Born March 17, 1930, in Gunnison, Utah, Dr. Jensen
graduated from the University of Utah in 1956 and ob-
tained his doctorate from Indiana University in 1963.
From 1953-55 he was a captain in the U.S. Marine
Corps, and coached two all-Marine championship teams

in track and field. He was a faculty member at Utah State
(1956-64), member of Phi Kappa Phi and recipient of
Briethbard Athletic Foundation Award (1955). He is au-
thor or co-author of 16 books currently in print, and
used in over 700 colleges and universities. He is member
and chairman of several professional boards and special
committees dealing with physical education, athletics
and related fields. He holds membership in five profes-
sional groups and has traveled in 44 states and 24 coun-
tries. Several summers ago he served as a U.S. delegate
to the International Olympic Academy in Olympia,
Greece.

He has been inlcuded in 17 national and international
biographies, including Who's Who in the World, Who's
Who in America, Who's Who in American Education,
Outstanding Educators of America and Noteworthy
Americans.

Dr. Jensen is married to the former Elouise Henrie and
they have four sons: Craig, Mike and Blake (all former
members of BYU's football team) and Chris.

Glen Tuckett, Athletic Director

Most of the large strides
made in BYU's athletic pro-
gram have come during
Glen Tuckett's tenure as
athletic director. Since he
assumed the directorship in
July, 1976, the Cougars
have claimed eight athletic
~ supremacy titles in the

- Western Conference. In
1983, he was given the Dale
Rex award, the highest ath-
letic honor given by BYU.
He has also been inducted
into the BYU Hall of Fame
for his successful coachmg of the baseball team for 17
years, during which time his teams won 13 division base-
ball titles, three WAC championships and two NCAA Dis-
trict 7 crowns. Twice his teams went to the College
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World Series.

Tuckett was president of the 1977 American Associ-
ation of Baseball Coaches, and was inducted into the
Collegiate Baseball Hall of Fame in 1979. He was, at the
time of his retirement, the ninth winningest baseball
coach in the NCAA.

Raised in Murray, Utah, Tuckett was an all-around ath-
lete at Murray High School. He played professional
baseball after graduation but obtained a B.S. degree
from the Univesity of Utah in 1953. He came to BYU in
1959, serving as assistant football coach for six years
and baseball coach for 17 years. He obtained a master’'s
degree from BYU in 1962 and a doctorate in 1978. He
was voted an outstanding teacher at BYU

Tuckett is a counselor in the Edgemont Stake Presi-
dency. He is married to the former Josephine Whittaker
of Stockport, England, and they have four daughters:
Alison, Shannon, Kendall and Erin.

When BYU expanded its football stadium to 65,000
seats in 1982, it marked the beginning of a new era for
the football program.

In each of its first two seasons, the stadium was sold
out for every home game. Last year, a record 323,858
fans watched the Cougars’ five home games. The per-
game average of 64,771 ranked near the top 20 in the
country in attendance.

The fan support has helped BYU schedule non-league
home games with teams like UCLA, Pittsburgh, Baylor,
Tulsa, Washington and others in future years.

The facility has been applauded by fans, players and
the media as one of the best in the entire country.
Among its many features are a box-bowl configuration, a
natural-turf playing surface and a four-level press box.

Prior to the expansion, Cougar Stadium seated 35,000
comfortably, but as many as 47,000 crammed into the
facility to see a game. Expansion efforts included lower-
ing the field eight feet, adding end zone seating, con-
structing the press box and adding box seating.

o dre s

More than 15,000 yards ot concrete were used in the
expansion effort. Each end zone contains about 4.3 mil-
lion pounds of steel and seats about 15,000 people.

The playing field has a special drainage system ca-
pable of draining up to 13 inches of rainfall per hour.

Perhaps the most impressive feature of the stadium is
the new press box, which runs the entire length of the
west stands and sits over 10 stories high. It contains 42
loges (glass-enclosed booths capable of seating up to
12 people) on the first two levels. The third level is re-
served for working media, and the fourth level is the TV
deck. Three elevators transport guests to the press box.

The Football Writers Association of America cited
BYU for its ""Outstanding Press Box Working Area."”

The single-game attendance record is 65,215, set last
year against Utah. Cougar Stadium is the 24th largest
on-campus football facility in the country and is the
fourth-largest university-owned stadium in the West
(Stanford, California and ASU).

As the Western Athletic Conference enters its 22nd
year, it is enjoying increased national attention as a re-
sult of the successful athletic programs of its member in-
stitutions. Last year, for the second year in a row, two
WAC teams were victorious in post-season bowl games
and finished the season ranked in the top 20. Brigham
Young defeated Missouri in the Holiday Bowl, and Air
Force topped Ole’ Miss in the Independence Bowl.

The league is the most geographically diverse in the
country, spreading from the 7,000-foot heights of Lar-
amie, Wyo., to the sea-level sprawls of Hawaii and San
Diego. Each of the league’s nine members adds to the
flavor of the conference with its distinct personality.

Founded July 1, 1962, the charter members included
Arizona, Arizona State, Brigham Young, New Mexico,
Utah and Wyoming. In September, 1967, Colorado State
apd Texas-El Paso were added to make the WAC an Jo Kearney Nordy Jensen
eight-team league. Commissioner Director of Information

A major change occurred in July, 1978, when Arizona
and Arizona State left for the Pac-10. But on the same
day, San Diego State made its offical entry into the con-
ference. Hawaii became the eighth member the follow-
ing year, and the Air Force Academy entered in 1980.

One of the rewards of WAC membership is the
league’s affiliation with the Holiday Bowl in San Diego.
The conference’s football champion receives an auto-
matic bid to the post-season bowl game against a rank-
ing at-large team.

Based in Denver, Colorado, the WAC is led by Com-
missioner Joe Kearney, who assumed the post in 1980.
Kearney, former athletic director at Arizona State, Wash-
ington and Michigan State, is the fourth conference
commissioner since the formation of the league.

Nordy Jensen serves as director of information for the
WAC and is assisted by Dee Menzies.

1984 Outlook: On the surface, it would appear that Baylor en-
ters the 1984 football season with few major concerns. Only 16
lettermen were lost from last year's 7-4-1 team that wound up
in the Bluebonnet Bowl. But, as is often the case in football,
things aren’t always as they appear to be. Among those letter-
men lost were runningbacks Alfred Anderson and Allen Rice
and receivers Gerald McNeil and Bruce Davis. Those four
were responsible for 72 percent of BU's offensive yardage a
year ago. They will all need to be replaced, as will both offen-
sive guards. Those are the biggest concerns on offense. The
biggest plus on that side is the return of quarterbacks Cody
Carlson and Tom Muecke. The defense is returning virtually
intact. Only two starters graduated, and 13 players who started
on a part-time basis because of injuries are back to go with the
nine regular starters. All-SWC performer Ervin Randle returns
to anchor the defense from his end positon. All of Baylor's
kickers return, so that phase of the game should not be a ma-
jor concern.

At the conclusion of last year’s football season, Coach
LaVell Edwards set aside his policy of not comparing
teams and called his 1983 Cougars the best team he has
coached at BYU.

It was truly a season for superlatives. And as Cougar
faithfuls look back on it, a number of things stand out.

*An 11-1 record. After losing a close opening game to
Baylor in Waco, Texas, the Cougars reeled off 11
straight wins, including victories over top-20 teams
UCLA and Air Force on the road.

*A big win in Holiday Bowl VI. The game was billed as
Missouri's powerful defense against BYU’'s potent of-
fense. The Cougars struggled offensively until they put
together a 94-yard drive in the closing minutes of the
game. Steve Young's catch of a halfback pass with just
seconds left gave BYU a 21-17 victory.

*Two consensus All-Americans. For the first time in
BYU’s history, two players were named to every major
All-America squad. Gordon Hudson, despite being in-
jured for the last few games, repeated as All-America
tight end. Steve Young was a unanimous pick for the
guarterback position. Both players signed with the Los
Angeles Express of the United States Football League.

*Top-10 finish. The seventh-place finish in the AP and
UPI polls was the highest ever for BYU. The Cougars
broke into the polls midway through the season and fi-
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nally cracked the top 10 at the end of the season. The
Holiday Bowl victory cemented the number-seven
ranking.

*NCAA leaders. Once again, BYU led the nation in
passing (381.2 yards per game) and total offense (584.2
yards per game—an NCAA record). The Cougars also
finished second in scoring (44.0 points per game). Indi-
vidually, Steve Young led the nation in total offense with
an NCAA record 395.1 yards per game.

*Comebacks. Twice the Cougars made game-winning
drives in the closing seconds of the game to snatch a
victory from the claws of defeat. Besides the dramatic
Holiday Bowl win, the Cougars squeaked past Utah
State 38-34.

*Running game. Passing was not the only weapon in
the Cougar arsenal. BYU surprised a lot of opponents
with its strong rushing game. The Cougars averaged -
203.3 yards per game on the ground.

*Defense. After a slow start in which it gave up a lot of
points, BYU's defense stiffened toward the end of the
season. No opponent scored more than 17 points the
last four games of the season.

*All-WAC players. A total of seven Cougars made first-
team AlI-WAC and another five were placed on the sec-
ond team.

Listed below is a game-by-game summary of the 1983
season:

Sept 10, 1983—evening game (88 degrees, clear and
dry) in Baylor stadium (32,500)

Baylor alternated quarterbacks against BYU all evening,
and took the initial lead in the game, 7-0, before the
Cougars countered to make it 7-6. While Alfred Ander-
sen rushed for 144 yards to lead the Bears, BYU quar-
terback Steve Young rushed for 113 yards. Young
scored a pair of TDs on the ground as did Cougar run-
ning back Waymon Hamilton.

He attempted 49
passes, had three TD passes, no interceptions and net-
ted minus five yards on the ground for his lowest rush-
ing output of the year. Casey Tiumalu netted 119 yards
rushing, and BYU is now 2-1 for the season.

Holiday Bowl VI

Yet another chapter was added to the saga of impos-
sible, thrilling Holiday Bowl finishes when BYU defeated
Missouri 21-17 last year.

The game was billed as a classic matchup between
Missouri’s stubborn defense and BYU's explosive of-
fense. Steve Young had led BYU to a record-setting of-
fensive output during the '83 season, while Missouri had
stifled most of the high-powered offenses of the Big 8.

For most of the game, the defenses were in control.
Missouri held BYU to just 167 yards of total offense in
the first half and gave up only one touchdown to the
Cougars. But BYU's defense wasn't giving up much ei-
ther, allowing the Tigers only 157 yards of offense and
10 points in the first half.

Missouri got its early points with 7:12 left in the first
quarter when Eric Drain scored on a two-yard run. Brad
Burditt added the extra point to give the Tigers a 7-0
advantage.

The Cougars evened the score with 11:50 left in the
half when Steve Young scored on a 10-yard guarterback
draw play and Lee Johnson added the PAT. But the
score didn't stay tied long. Burditt kicked a 37-yard field
goal with 3:43 left in the half to give the Tigers a 10-7
halftime lead.

BYU struck first in the second half on a scoring pass
of 33 yards from Young to Eddie Stinnett. But Missouri
countered with another two-yard plunge by Drain.

With Missouri leading 17-14 and time running out,
things began to get exciting. The Tigers began a long
drive that resulted in a fourth-and-one situation on the
six-yard line. BYU's defense dug in and stopped Drain
short of the first down.

BYU's offense took over with 3:57 left in the game and
94 yards between them and victory. Young completed
several key passes to advance the Cougars to the Mis-
souri 25, but a sack put BYU in a fourth-and-10 situa-
tion. The All-American quarterback then hit Waymon
Hamilton in the flat for barely enough yardage for the
first down.

On the next play, Young pitched the ball to Stinnett,
who faked a sweep and lofted the ball back to Young.
Missouri’s Bobby Bell nearly intercepted the pass, but
Young made the grab and raced into the end zone, giv-
ing BYU a 21-17 lead with only 23 seconds left in the
game.

Missouri's desperation pass was picked off by BYU’s
Kyle Morrell, and the Cougars evened their Holiday Bowl
record at 3-3.

Young ended the game 24 of 36 passing for 314 yards
and three interceptions. Casey Tiumalu picked up 57
yards rushing for the Cougars. Missouri's Eric Drain had
115 yards on 27 carries. Marlon Adler, the Tiger quar-
terback, completed 3 of 9 passes before being injured in
the third quarter. Warren Seitz was 4 of 7 for 49 yards as
his replacement.

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HOLIDAY BOWL V, 1982

Ohio State 47, BYU 17 Dec. 17, San Diego, Calif.

The Cougars had their two-game Holiday Bow! win streak snapped by Ohio State,
47-17, in a game that took the fun out of a usually raucous affair in San Diego.
The BYU bubble burst at the outset of the third quarter when the Buckeyes
reeled off 17 unanswered points, while BYU only got one snap ... an inter-
ception at that. The OSU damage came mainly on the ground as Buckeye run-
ners rolled up 329 yards en route to their seventh consecutive win. Tim Spencer
was the main gun for the Bucks as he blew through the Cougar defense for 167
yards, including a record-setting 61-yard touchdown run in the second quarter
that put OSU up 10-7. As usual, the BYU quarterback rolled up impressive marks,
but the Cougars had trouble making points out of Steve Young's 341 yards pass-
ing on 27 of 45 accuracy. The Cougars turned the ball over to OSU three times
inside the 30 and saw the Bucks convert each turnover into a score. The Cou-
gars' two touchdowns were at each end of the game, with the first, a seven-yard
strike to Neil Balholm coming in the opering quarter and the final tally a 16-yard
Young-to-Hudson connection in the final stanza. In the fifth of an ongoing series
of thrillers, BYU gave up the breaks and got a taste of the Big 10 elite.

HOLIDAY BOWL 1V, 1981
BYU 38, Washington State 36
Dec. 18, San Diego, Calif.

Has there ever been a dull Holiday Bowl!? Well, the 1981 edition fit the mold, and
this time it found the two teams with Cougar mascots—BYU of the WAC and
Washington State from the Pac-10—clawing away at each other before a crowd
of 52,419, Again, it was like two different games. BYU held a 24-7 lead at half-
time, then pushed the score to 31-7 as Tom Holmoe intercepted a pass and re-
turned it 35 yards to give the WAC team a comfortable 31-7 edge. But as the sec-
ond half progressed, it appeared BYU would be the come-from-behind victim in
this one. With only 59 seconds left in the third period, WSU brought the score to
31-28, and from there the team from Proveo had to hold on for its life. In a crucial
third-and-12 situation on BYU’s 18 yard line with 30-seconds remaining in the
third period, McMahon began completing passes that covered 82 yards and put
BYU in the end zone again to stretch the lead to 38-28. Statistically, it was a typi-
cal McMahon game: 27 of 43 with no interceptions, 342 yards and three touch-
downs. But he will be remembered most, perhaps, for turning a fumbled snap
into a carry for a first down. Tight end Gordon Hudson had seven receptions for
126 yards and a TD. WSU's first bowl appearance in over 50 years. BYU finished
with an 11-2 overall record.

Gifford Nielsen had a good game in the 1976 Tangerine Bowl, but the
Cougars lost 49-21 to Oklahoma State.
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HOLIDAY BOWL i1, 1980
BYU 46, Southern Methodist 45
Dec. 19, San Diego, Calif.

One pundit said the 1980 Holiday Bowl lll was actually two ball games—the first a
contest that lasted for most of four quarters, the other that was of four minutes
duration. SMU seemed in control the first game, while the Cougars, behind 20
points with only minutes remaining, surged to a stunning 46-45 win. Unfortu-
nately, many fans either turned off their TV sets or left the stadium in San Diego
before the “second game’ began. For 56 minutes, SMU taught the Cougars a
lesson in running the football. In fact, the Mustang's two great runners, Craig
James and Eric Dickerson, rushed for a combined total of 335 yards. With 4:07
remaining in the game, the score was 45-25, SMU. From there, the Cougars con-
nected on a TD pass, recovered an onside kick, a one-yard scamper by Scott
Phillips, a blocked punt by Bill Schoepflin, and finally (with three seconds left on
the clock) the **Hail Mary'' pass of 46 yards from Jim McMahon to Clay Brown af-
ter time had expired. That tied the score, but Kurt Gunther's extra point sent BYU
fans streaming onto the field. Statistically, McMahon completed 32 of 49 at-
tempts for 446 yards. It may have been the most exciting bowl game ever, but
one had to be there to feel the impact.

HOLIDAY BOWL II, 1979
Indiana 38, BYU 37

The 1979 season ended with BYU leading the nation in three major categories:
scoring, passing, and total offense. Moreover, the Cougars were one of the few
undefeated, untied teams in the nation with an 11-0 mark. Those kinds of creden-
tials, plus their national ranking in the polls (9th in UPI and AP), made the Moun-
tain Cats favorites over the at-large entry, Indiana. It was BYU's first-ever meet-
ing with a Big Ten school, and the net result was one of the most exciting bowl
games of the season. The opportunistic Hoosiers played BYU even in the first
quarter, then carried a 21-17 lead at the half. BYU spurted ahead in the third pe-
riod, 34-31, on a 15-yard pass from All-American Marc Wilson to fullback Eric
Lane. But midway through the fourth quarter, Indiana's Tim Wilber returned a
punt 62 yards to push the Hooslers ahead, 38-37. With 2:06 remaining, the Cou-
gars moved the ball 69 yards to the Indiana 10-yard line. Then, with 11 seconds
left on the clock, Brent Johnson missed a 27-yard field goal that would have
made the score 40-38. Marc Wilson was voted the MVP on offense (28-of-43 for
380 yards), and Indiana’s cornerback Tim Wilber won the honor on defense. At-
tendance: 52,200.

HOLIDAY BOWL, 1978

Navy 23, BYU 16 Dec. 22, San Diego, Calif.

The inaugural game of the Holiday Bowl| pitted two teams with local drawing pow-
er, the Naval Academy and Brigham Young University. Despite chilly temper-
atures (for San Diego, that is), the two teams engaged in a hard-hitting battle.
The Cougars had a 16-3 lead at one point, even though the score was 9-3 at the
end of the first half. Defense dominated the first two quarters. Brent Johnson put
the Cougars on the scoreboard first with a 33-yard field goal with B:26 left in the
first quarter. But Navy's Bob Tata boomed through a 40-yard field goal to tie the
score at 3-3. Jim McMahon sent the Cougars ahead with a 10-yard pass to Mike
Chronister, but Johnson missed the extra point. McMahon ran another in from
two yards out in the third period before the Middies took charge. Navy scored
two field goals in the fourth quarter, but it was a 65-yard pass to Phil McConkey
that did the Cougars in. Some 48,003 witnessed the game in person. McConkey
was named Best Offensive Player, BYU's Tom Enlow won Best Defensive Player
honors for the game. Navy finished the year with 9-3 record, BYU with 9-4 mark.

TANGERINE BOWL 1976
Oklahoma State 49, BYU 21
Dec. 18, Orlando, Florida

Powerful Oklahoma State, sparked by All-American Terry Miller (173 yards rush-
ing on 23 carries), used four pass interceptions and a fumble recovery to capture
the Tangerine Bow| contest. Defensively, the Cowboys yielded only 46 yards
rushing. The Cougars, however,stayed close in the first half, which ended 28-14.
But Dave Lowry returned the second-half kickoff 102 yards (a Tangerine Bowl re-
cord) to bring the score to 21-28. The crowd of 37,812 fans saw the two teams
roll up 70 points between them. Quarterback Gifford Nielsen completed 23 of 34
passes for 209 yards and one touchdown, but the Cougars could only roll up 255
total yards to 402 for OSU. BYU's record was 9-2 prior to the Tangerine Bowl|
game.

FIESTA BOWL 1974
Oklahoma State 16, BYU 6
Dec. 28, Tempe, Arizona

Competing in their first post-season bowl game ever, BYU played Western Athlet-
ic Conference host to the Cowboys of Oklahoma State before a crowd of 50,878,
The Gougars got off to a quick start with two field goals during the first quarter
before All-WAC quarterback Gary Sheide was injured in the last moments of the
first quarter. He was replaced by junior reserve Mark Giles. The Cowboys took
the scoring lead during the second quarter on a TD run around left end, so the
halftime score was OSU 7, BYU 6. OSU regained possession of the ball on the
Cougars' 17 yard line after intercepting a Giles-to-Tom Toolson pass, but was
unable to convert on the turnover. A field goal from 32 yards out put the Cow-
boys in front 10-7 at the end of the third quarter. With 1:14 remaining in the
game, OSU scored another TD on a 40-yard halfback pass to complete the scor-
ing. The Cougars outgained the Cowboys in total yardage 301 to 214. Giles was
11 out of 26 for 138 yards. BYU's record was 7-3-1 prior to the Fiesta Bowl.




Holiday Bowl VII

After only six years, the Holiday Bowl in San
Diego has emerged as one of the most attractive
and exciting post-season bowl games in the coun-
try, known for its whirlwind offensive attacks and
last-second heroics. All of the games to date have
featured the BYU Cougars against a powerful at-
large team.

Holiday Bowl VII will be played at San Diego’s
Jack Murphy Stadium on Friday, Dec. 21. Kickoff is
set for 6 p.m. Pacific time. The winner of the West-
ern Athletic Conference will play an at-large team
selected by a Holiday Bowl committee.

A crowd of 51,480 watched last year's exciting
game between the BYU Cougars and the Missouri

Tigers. This year, Jack Murphy Stadium has been
expanded to seat 60,000. The increased seating ca-
pacity, plus a television contract, should keep team
payoffs above the $412,000 received by each of last
year’s participating schools.

All but one Holiday Bowl game have been de-
cided in the closing moments of the game, prompt-
ing the Bowl to adopt the slogan, “The Holiday
Bowl: America’s Most Exciting Bowl Game.”

Only Holiday Bowl V, featuring BYU against pow-
erful Ohio State, was not a cliffthanger. The Buck-
eyes beat BYU 47-17.

A Historical View

With all the success BYU's football team has enjoyed
in recent years, it is difficult at times to remember the
years when the Cougars were struggling to become a
football power.

But it hasn’t been too many years ago that BYU fans
classified a team '"‘great” if it managed a winning season
or stayed within a few touchdowns of the in-state rivals.
Most of the success has come since 1972, when LaVell
Edwards took control of the program.

In the 12 short years Edwards has served as coach,
BYU has won 105 games. In the entire pre-LaVell era of
BYU football, the Cougars managed only 171 victories
and had only 16 winning seasons.

Football at BYU got its beginning in 1922. That first
season, BYU won only one game and scored a total of
10 points during the season. Now, sixty-plus years later,
BYU is traditionally one of the nation’s leaders in scor-
ing and offense.

It was near the turn of the century when football had
its origin at BYU, but a fatality prompted its dis-
continuance. The game returned in 1922, and, minus
three years during World War |l, the Cougars have
played a total of 58 seasons. BYU initially joined ranks
with the old Rocky Mountain Conference and later be-
came part of the Mountain States, Skyline and Western
Athletic Conferences.

Some of the more noted athletes who have helped
propel BYU into the national limelight have been quar-
terbacks. Virgil Carter (1966), Gary Sheide (1974), Gif-
ford Nielsen (1976), Marc Wilson (1979), Jim McMahon
(1981) and Steve Young (1983) have all left their mark
on BYU’s record books. The last four were named All-
American quarterbacks, and each one seemed to erase
marks set by his predecessor. McMahon and Wilson
were third-place finishers in the Heisman Trophy ballott-
ing, while Steve Young finished second. Both Young
and McMahon were recipients of the Davey O-Brien
Award, given to the outstanding collegiate quarterback.

While passing has been the name of the game at BYU
in recent years, there have also been some impressive
runningbacks. Eldon “The Phantom” Fortie (1961-62), a
single-wing back, won All-America honors in 1962.
“Fleet Pete” VanValkenburg (1970-71) led the nation in
rushing his senior year and was second-team All-Ameri-
ca. Fullback John Ogden (1964-66) was the leading
rusher in the WAC for three consecutive years. And full-
back Todd Christensen (1975-77) did such a good job
running with and catching the football that he later be-
came an all-pro tight end. He was the leading receiver
on BYU's team for three years.

A good passing team must have good personnel on
the offensive line, and BYU has had its share of honors
recipients in that area. Gordon Gravelle (1970), Paul
Howard (1972), Brad Oates (1973-75), Orrin Olsen
(1972-75), Tom Bell (1974-79) and Bart Oates
(1977-82) are just a few standouts.

There also have been several outstanding tight ends
at BYU, most recently Clay Brown (1978-80) and Gor-
don Hudson (1980-83).

Top defensive players include Wayne Baker

Todd Christensen, an all-star fullback at BYU, became an all-pro tight
end.

(1972-74), Paul Linford (1972-74), Mekeli leremia
(1975-77), Glen Titensor (1978-80), Glen Redd
(1976-80), Kyle Whittingham (1979-81) and Todd Shell
(1980-83).

At various times in the last 15 years, the Cougars have
had some great return specialists. Chris Farasopoulos
(1968-70), the Galloping Greek, led the nation in punt
returns and set two NCAA records. And Golden Rich-
ards (1970-71) is still listed as a holder of several NCAA
records.

Stadium Location, Parking

BYU's Stadium is located on
the northwest corner of the
campus, just off Canyon Road
and University Parkway (1430
North) in Provo.

Press Box

Two elevators (south tower)
on the press box side (west) of
the stadium are available for
those with press credentials.

Locker
room passes will be issued be-
fore leaving the press box, and
there will be the usual manda-
tory 10-minute cooling off peri-
od before entering the dressing
room. For those unable to get to
the locker room, quotes from
both coaches will be available
as soon after the game as
possible.
